PRESS RELEASE

The annual festivals of Shree Shree Jagannatha Mahaprabhu have been
proclaimed in sacred scriptures and faithfully followed in the well-established
traditions of Shreemandira (Moola-peetha of Mahaprabhu) since time
immemorial. A list of the various festivals in Shreemandira during the year
2026-2027 commencing from Mahavisuva Sankranti (14™ April 2026) are
mentioned in the Shreemandira Festivals Calendar (annexed hereto as
Annexure A), which has been approved by Shree Jagannatha Temple
Administration (Puri).

We sincerely appeal to the Management and Sevaks of the Temples around the
world where Shree Jagannatha Mahaprabhu has been installed to perform the
sacred festivals of Mahaprabhu only on the particular Tithi prescribed by
scriptures and tradition as enumerated in the Shreemandira Festivals Calendar
(Annexure A). Sacred scriptures clearly state that religious festivals must be
performed only on the Tithi prescribed in the scriptures for that festival.

It is well understood that it may not be practically feasible for Shree Jagannatha
Temples in India and abroad to observe each and every Festival which are
performed in Shreemandira (Annexure A). They must however perform the
major annual festivals of Mahaprabhu Shree Jagannatha, which have been
marked with an asterisk®* in Annexure A, on the Tithi prescribed for that .
festival. The Tithi should be determined with reference to the place where the
Temple is situated.

It is @ matter of grave concern that ISKCON Temples outside India continue to
perform Shree Jagannatha Ratha-yatra on random dates throughout the year.
Some of the cities abroad where, pursuant to their decision of 19" October
2025, ISKCON has already conducted or has scheduled to conduct Ratha-yatra
on tithis/dates in violation of sacred scriptures and ancient tradition are

contrary to their decision of 19" October 2025, some ISKCON Temples abroad
(as mentioned in Annexure B-4) continue to celebrate Snana-yatra of
Mahaprabhu on dates other than the prescribed Jyestha-poornima tithi. These
blatant violations of Shree Jagannatha tradition is hurting the religious
sentiments of countless devotees around the worid. |

Shree Goverdhan Matha Peethadhishwara Param Pujyapad Shreemad
Jagadguru Shankaracharya Swami Nishchalananda Saraswati Maharaj, who is
the final authority in religious matters concerning Shree Jagannatha
Mahaprabhu, has strongly denounced the performance of Shree Jagannatha
Ratha-yatra and Snana-yatra on dates/tithis which are not prescribed in sacred
scriptures. Similar opinions have been expressed by other Most Revered
Shankaracharyas and Vaishnavacharyas. Some of these opinions are annexed
hereto collectively as Annexure C. We once again appeal to ISKCON
Headquarters (Mayapur) to change their erroneous decision of 19" October
2025 and to ensure that Shree Jagannatha Ratha-yatras and Snana-yatras are
celebrated by ISKCON Temples around the world only on the Tithis prescribed
by sacred scriptures and ancient tradition.

On the auspicious occasion of Mahavisuva Sankranti, Shree Hanuman Jayanti

and celebration of Odia Nava-varsa, we offer our prayers at the Lotus Feet of
Shree Shree Jagannatha Mahaprabhu to shower His Grace upon one and all.

As per the direction of Your Highness, the distinguished delegation of scholars of Sri Jagannatha Temple
Administration (Puri) led by Shri Harckrishna Satapathy had come to Sringeri, had Darshan of the
Jagadguru Shankaracharya Mahaswamiji and placed at the Mahaswamiji's Lotus Feet the letter sent by Your

Highness regarding the subject of the Jagannatha Ratha Yatra. Through that letter, the Jagadguru
Mahaswamiji understood the entire matter.

In the sacred Puri Kshetra, which is described in the Puranas as Purushottama Kshetra, Bhagavan Sri

Jagannatha resides and bestows grace upon all mankind. The great Ratha Yatra of Bhagavan Jagannatha has

been taking place every year since time immemorial, uninterruptedly, with great splendor and in the
presence of a vast number of devotees. The glory of this sacred place, the great Ratha Yatra, and related
matters are described in detail in the Purushottama Kshetra Mahatmya in the Vaishnava Khanda of the

Skanda Mahapurana.

The Avatara of Bhagavan Parameshwara, Jagadguru Sri Adi Shankaracharya prescribed the procedures for
the reinstallation of the Murti of Bhagavan Jagannatha, for worship, and other rituals. Likewise, with the
resolve to continuously propagate Sanatana Vedic Dharma and the Advaita doctrine of the Upanishads,
Jagadguru Sri Adi Shankaracharya established the four Amnaya Peethams in the four directions of India.
Among them, the Poorvamnaya Sri Govardhana Peetham was established in Puri itself.

We also had a meeting with the delegation of erudite scholars of Shri Jagannatha Temple
Administration on 19th February 2026 at JIVA Asramam in Shamshabad. Also present at this
meeting was our Maha Mohopadhyaya, Dr. Samudrala Venkata Ranga Ramanujacharya
Swami, Director of the Research Wing, Jeeyar integrated Vedic Academy.

It is always advisable to resolve differences in interpretation and practice of time tested
scriptural guidelines through peaceful dialogue.

We are pleased to hear that there has been continuous interaction between the Temple
Administration at Puri and the ISKCON Governing Body Commission at Mayapur. The
Chairman of the Governing body has informed you that,

a) ISKCON Temples in Bharat will perform the sacred yathra during the nine day period
commencing on Ashadha Shukla-paksha Dvithiya Tithi.

b) Those ISKCON Temples abroad will continue to hold the yatra on various dates throughout
the year.

As stated in Skanda Purana, it was the Lord's own statement that He would be pleased to
spend nine days at Nrisimha, the abode of His manifestation. These nine days should be in the
bright fortnight of Ashadha month when there is conjunction with Pusya star. Even in the

absence of that star, it should always be performed on that day for His pleasure. This has been
confirmed in other scriptures too.

We're sure that all devotees of Lord Jagannatha, whether in temples in Bharat or abroad
participate in this yatra to please Him.....and The Lord has clearly stated what will please Him!

Let’s follow His injunctions!

Pujya Srila Prabhupada, through his prolific writings and lectures concerning Vedic Knowledge,
consistently emphasised the necessity and importance of abiding by the injunctions of sacred
scriptures!

And the Lord has given His injunction for the sacred yatra! Surely the devotees of Jagannatha,
even in temples abroad, would like to follow the guidelines of their beloved Guru Prabhupada,
the founder of ISKCON .... and abide by scriptural injunctions.

Of course, place, situation, climatic conditions and convenience of devotees must be kept in
mind, but it is pointed out that a nine day period will definitely have one weekend, if not two.
Let Administrators of temples abroad keep this in mind and adjust the yatra dates as per the
thithi.

As sanctioned in the scriptures, it is only during the two yatras that Moola Vigrahas in a
Jagannatha temple are taken out of the temple. If the temples abroad find it impossible to start
the yatras on the thithi that is pleasing to the Lord, let them take only the Procession Vigrahas
out of the temple!
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Let them not compound the results of disregarding scriptural injunctions and bringing
inauspiciousness onto themselves and the world at large!

We at the Statue of Equality, Shamshabad, are propagating Sri Ramanujacharya Swamiji's
concept of Equality with a vision of Vasudhaiva Kutumbakam. His contributions and experiences
at Jagannatha Puri, though often misinterpreted, are well known to real scholars.

Let us not create divisiveness within Sanathan Dharma itself!

Wherever this Dharma is practised in the world, let Vedic guidelines be followed so that we are
united!

Let this unity then overflow to create a unified, peaceful world!
